
 
 

Middle School and High School Dress Code 

 

Students in 6th-12th grade will adhere to the following dress code:  

- There is a different standard of dress for regular school days and chapel dress.  

 

Regular Dress (Non-Chapel Days) 

Tops:  

- LCS (Lee Christian School) logo-tshirt, or F3 designed logo wear.  

- “Polo” style or collared shirt of any solid color (logo not required).  

- The shirt should fit neatly and modestly.  

- Tops must reach the bottom of paint waist or belt.  

 

Bottoms:  

- Loose-fitting jeans 

- Khaki style pants of any color  

- Khaki style shorts of any color that are mid-thigh or longer.  

- Jean shorts (blue or black) that are mid-thigh or longer.  

- All pants and shorts must be fitted at the waist, modest and neat in appearance, without 

holes, tears, or patches.  

- Girls have the option of wearing knee-length skirts.  

- Leggings may be worn with skirts.  

 

Outerwear: (Jackets, sweatshirts, and hoodies)  

- Jackets should fit appropriately  

- Sweatshirts and hoodies (3 options):  

o Plain, non-designed, any color(s) 

o No large, centered logos… no design on selves or back  

o LCS logo wear or F3 wear  

o College, university, and military academy wear  

 

Shoes:  

- Must be closed-toe/closed-back or strap on the heel  

- Croc shoes are not acceptable wear  

 

Hair, Headwear, and Piercings:  

- Hair should be clean and neat  

- No extreme, unnatural hair colors/styles.  

- Hats may be worn outside buildings only, including for outdoor PE.  



- Other headwear including bandanas are not acceptable attire.  

- Piercings are limited to small ear piercings, and small nose piercing.  

 

Chapel Dress (Wednesday is Chapel Day) 

Tops:  

- All students will wear a polo or collared style shirt (LCS logo is not required)  

- Students may also wear dress shirts  

 

Bottoms:  

- Khaki style pants of any color  

- Dress pants or slacks  

- Khaki style shorts of any color that are mid-thigh or longer.  

- All pants must be fitted at the waist, modest and neat in appearance, without holes, 

tears, or patches.  

- Girls may also wear knee-length skirts or dresses.  

- Leggings may be worn with skirts or dresses.  

 

Outerwear:  

- Same policy as regular dress applies for Chapel days.  

 

Shoes:  

- On Chapel Days students, may wear dress shoes and boots.  

- Girls may wear open toe dress sandals with a strap on the heel  

- Croc shoes are not acceptable wear.
